NOTE: As the chairman of POC, I would like to point out the new development since Toronto Meeting.

1. ITC home page was created by the LOC.

2. Approximately 90% of the abstracts were submitted electronically through the Web Site. Please note that deadline for Abstract submitted by Mail was set on April 9, and that for electronic submission on May 9, 2000. 

3. Submission of abstracts from the invited guests for symposia and workshops were requested. 

4. To accommodate all the development in thyroid research, 9 workshops per each day were scheduled and Meet the Professor Session was canceled.

4. Two sessions for Short Call Abstracts, one for basic and another for clinical, were created. The deadline for the submission of the Short Call Abstracts was September 1 while that for Regular Abstracts was May 9, 2000.

5. Because of the proximity of the 11th International Congress of Endocrinology (ICE) to be held in Sydney, two thyroidologist, Dr. William W. Chin and Dr. Dr. Paolo Beck-Peccoz were asked to coordinate the 12th ITC and 11th ICE.

6. Requests for financial support to participate ITC were submitted to POC, secretariat and LOC from a number of invited guests as well as from regular registrants. 


Since International Coordinating Committee ruled that the support will be the decision of each sister society, POC and LOC reported the rule to all the applicants.
